WHO CAN APPLY

People’s Postcode Trust provides funding opportunities to small organisations, community groups and charities, through grants ranging from £500 - £10,000. 

· Applicants that are not formally registered as a charity with OSCR / Charity Commission can apply for up to £2,000 in funding.

· Applicants that are registered with OSCR / Charity Commission and can provide a charity number can apply for up to £10,000 in funding.

WHAT WE WILL FUND

To be eligible for funding, all projects must help in one or more of the following areas;

· To prevent poverty
· To promote, maintain, improve and advance health.
· To advance citizenship or community development.
· To advance public participation in sport.
· To promote, improve and advance human rights, conflict resolution or reconciliation.
· To promote and advance environmental protection or improvement.
Below are some examples of projects that we would consider for funding.  This list is by no means exhaustive, but offers ideas of what you are able to apply for:

· Purchase of sports kit or uniform

· Refurbishment of community buildings

· New equipment

· Creation of community gardens

In order to assess applications, the following criteria have been established;

· The project has to have a clear charitable purpose and show visible results within 3 months of receipt of grant payment.
· All funding must be spent within three months of the date received and applicants must be able to provide receipts equalling the total amount awarded. Please note unspent funds must be refunded to People’s Postcode Trust.
· Applications must be completed on the most current form (downloadable from www.postcodetrust.org.uk) and ALL additional documentation must be provided or the application will be considered incomplete. This documentation is comprised of:
· Constitution /Memorandum and Articles of Association/Trust Deeds of your organisation

We only accept applications from organisations, so you must provide one of the above documents to clarify your organisation status

· Most recent annual (audited) accounts (or the most recent bank statement if your organisation is newly constituted)

If you are successful, we must be able to pay the funds into your bank account.  If you do not have an account, we cannot pay you

· Quotations for expenditure breakdown

You must be able to show us how you have arrived at the costs you are requesting funding for or we will be unable to consider them for funding.  This can be in the form of a quotation from a supplier, a previous invoice for a similar item purchased in the past, or internet pricing

· Confirmation of funding secured from other sources (if applicable)

If you already have partial funding in place for the project, you must provide confirmation of the amount and any conditions on the funds

· List of those consulted on your project

This is a simple list of those consulted about the project.  This can be colleagues, committee members, participants and their families, members of the local community – anybody relevant to the project
Please use section 5 of the application form as checklist to ensure you have provided everything required.
WHAT WE WILL NOT FUND

People’s Postcode Trust will not provide support for the following;

· Applications which will not bring a direct benefit to Scotland or England and Wales

· Applications for funding under £500 and over £10,000

· Applications where the funding amount requested is less than 10% of the overall project cost

· General running costs including ongoing staff costs, utility bills, council tax, rent and insurance etc

· Charities that appear to have excessive unrestricted or free reserves

· Production of marketing materials, general marketing appeals or sponsorship

· Production of promotional / educational literature

· Events such as conferences, day trips, seminars, galas, festivals or activity weekends

· Training or educational workshops

· Grant making bodies seeking to distribute grants

· Medical research and medical equipment

· Individuals, and organisations that distribute funds to individuals

· Charities with no regional office or other representation in Scotland or England and Wales

· Political parties or activities

· Private clubs for those with restricted memberships

· Promotion of religion

· Feasibility studies

· Applications from Schools

· Organisations that have previously been funded by People’s Postcode Trust and that did not comply with all the funding requirements in full
