	Street Games Overview


Street Games Hull provides an opportunity to bring about a coordinated city wide approach to delivering neighbourhood sport, building the capacity of partners new and existing to deliver sustainable, quality local sports opportunities.  The programme will build on what is already working well in many local settings and bring together a wide range of partners committed to providing improved access to local opportunities for our young people.

This is not just a project it is about instilling ‘a way of working’ which enables the city to ‘pull together’ and focus its investment into youth sport in disadvantaged areas. 

Street Games Hull will remove the barriers faced by young people and families on low incomes by providing appropriate sport, close to home, at the right time, at the right price and in the right style to meet their needs.  Using the learning from current programmes such as “Kickz”, “Street Teams” and the core work of local youth provision, Street Games will aim to broaden the ‘local offer’ for young people and provide opportunities to try new sports and activities linked to a sustainable, affordable offer for young people

	Funding 


There will be funding for Street Games for a minimum of 3 years, however at this stage, we are inviting applications to support the implementation of delivery in Year one only (April 2012 to March 2013) for which £45, 000 has been identified. 

All Street Games activities will be commissioned through Hull City Council.

	General Principles 


· Activities to be delivered city wide at venues that are spread geographically across the city 
· Activities to take place at a wide of range of times; for example during the day, evening, Friday, Saturday nights, weekends

	Requirements of Applicants 


All services that receive funding will be required to:
· Publicise their activities on PLINGS and CLUED UP
· Attend ‘Youth Networks’ and / or ‘Area Sports Networks’ meetings 
· Identify in kind support for the project (cash or in-kind).

· Use the Street Games on line web tool to monitor and evaluate Street Games Sessions 

· Commit to achieving Street Mark by March 2013 (NB. This is a quality mark administered by Street Games, for more information please see www.streetgames.org). The Sports Development team will assist your organisation with this. 
· Attend any relevant training opportunities that will help the development of your organisations Street Games programme. Sports Development will administer a Street Games coach education programme; leaders are requested to attend (NB. These are usually a 1 x 3 hour sports specific course and / or behaviour management courses). 
· Adhere to branding guidelines 
· Deliver a minimum of 7-10 sessions per block, as shown below:
· Term 1- April to July
· Term 2- September to December

· Term 3- January to March
· Each successful organisation must attend and commit to bring young people to the city wide Street Games festival on Thursday 2nd  August 2012 at Bonus Arena, 4-8pm (transport will be organised and provided for by Sports Development) and the smaller scale Neighbourhood locality Festivals of sport
	Award Criteria    


The following evaluation criteria will be used when assessing responses:

Quality (60%):

· How well the application matches the core outcomes of the specification and achieving the outcomes outlined (40%)

· Evidence of a successful track record of delivering similar activities to those described in this specification (20%)
Cost (40%):

· Provide and evidence value for money (40%)
