Misconduct Reports
O/I/A Language Used

MUST use actual words that were spoken - Example - The Manager swore at me/used offensive/insulting or abusive language' - What did the person say. 
Abbreviating Words – 'He used the 'F' word' or 'he said the 'B' word' – Must write the words in full.

Received 2nd Caution In A Match 

If a Player is sent from the field of play for receiving two cautions in a match no caution form should be completed.  A misconduct form MUST be used for BOTH cautions – Along the lines of 'In the 25th minute I cautioned a player for dissent at a goal kick.  He then tripped an opponent in the 60th minute.  I sent the player off for receiving two cautions'.

Reporting Misconduct On Misconduct Form

Some Referees are sending in Misconduct reports with more than one incident described on it.  

Example - 'I cautioned John Smith of …..Club and also cautioned Peter Jones of ….. Club.  I sent off Adam Davies of …Club for violent conduct because he hit a player.  I also need to report the …….Club for misconduct.
These two lines are in fact four different offences and need to be on three separate sheets.  The two cautions for John Smith and Peter Jones  should both be sent in together on one Caution form and each of the other two Adam Davies and Club should be sent in individually (describing the events) on separate misconduct forms.
Discussions About Discipline At Match

There is no need to explain the reasons why you are sending discipline in or discuss the matter with Managers/Players/Secretaries.

Example of Reports that have been questioned at matches 'I sent Michael Thompson off for head butting an opponent.  After the match both Managers wanted to discuss the event that had happened.  I now think that I should have perhaps cautioned him and not dismissed the player'

Do not discuss your decisions or discipline after the match.  If questioned simply reply 'I will send in my report and you can take the matter up with the County FA'

Personal Feelings
A referee should not express his personal feelings in any report 

Example – 
'He is a disgrace and should not be allowed to run a boys team.'


'He went into injure the player'


'The only reason I sent him off was because there were women and kids on the line'


'He wants banning for life'

Filling In Report Forms

When you fill in a 'template' form make sure that you clear the previous details from the form.  We often have forms which have incorrect dates (i.e. date of last match), incorrect team names (A versus B and … was sent of for C), or incorrect League details.
When filling in your Match Report card at the match make sure you take the players full name, note the time of any offence and write the words spoken.  If you are sending someone off for Violent conduct, make a small note of the type i.e. 'kicking, Striking or fighting' – This makes it much easier for you to complete the reports with the correct details at a later date.
