SCHOOL RECEPTION YEAR STAR AWARDS.

As a motivator to help your child improve his football skills I have decided to introduce a system of ‘Star Award’ iron-on badges. These badges are cloth stars of four different colours (Gold, Blue, Green & Red). When a coach determines that your child has achieved and adequately demonstrated sufficient improvement in his skill level, he then becomes eligible for an award of an appropriate colour.

For example, in future a young player will receive a Green Star (in addition to the current ‘free’  Achievement Certificate) for the basic skills of Hat Dance, Tick-Tock and Side Foot Roll. Those children who have already obtained the certificate will be immediately eligible for the Green Star Award.

The Gold Award will be given to a player who actually produces (in a small-sided game) any skill that has been previously given as football homework.
Note 1: It will not be sufficient for a boy to demonstrate the skill in isolation. i.e. he must produce the skill in a match situation to gain the Gold Award.

The Blue badge will recognise a particularly outstanding goal (in a match situation) that has either been scored with an exceptional shot or one that has followed a fine piece of  individual skill prior to the goal being scored.

Note 2: The term ‘match situation’ refers to either a small-sided training game or a small-sided competetive game.
The Red badge may be awarded to either a child who has displayed a particular example of good sportsmanship or to a youngster who has won the ball with a strong but perfectly fair tackle.

The Awards are available for an additional modest sum of fifty pence each and can be ironed onto your child’s Hessle Sporting Club T-shirt.
