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ADVICE TO REFEREES REPORTING

HEAD TO HEAD BUTTING

In order to differentiate between the degrees of head to head butting referees should make a clear distinction in their reports as follows:

A full description of the incident and the outcome.
Head to head contact the new disciplinary offence – when reporting this offence referees should make it clear that the players involved only made contact with their heads i.e. rubbing their heads together or pushing each other away with their heads

Violent head to head butting – where there is deliberate movement of the head and contact is made in a violent manner this should be fully reported.  Should the person receiving the head butt receive any damage i.e. bleeding, bruising, this must be included in the report.  This will enable the disciplinary department to charge the offender with the appropriate offence.
